In academic year 2003/04, there were 27,017 students from Canada studying in the United States (up 1.9 % from the previous year).  This moves Canada from the sixth to the fifth-leading place of origin for students in the United States.  Canada is one of only three non-Asian countries among the top ten senders. 

· Academic Level.  The majority of the Canadian students study at the undergraduate level.  In 2003/04, their breakdown was as follows:
