In academic year 2003/04, there were 7,325 students from Pakistan studying in the United States (down 9.8 % from the previous year).  Pakistan is the 17th-leading place of origin for students in the United States, down from 14th the previous year.

· Academic Level.  The majority of the Pakistani students study at the undergraduate level.  In 2003/04, their breakdown was as follows:

· Historical trends.  Following a period of decline in the 1990s, Pakistan experienced significant growth in the first two years of the 00s.  This year, enrollments dropped by nearly 10 percent, pushing Pakistan out of the top 15 sending nations.
