In academic year 2004/05 there were 7,180 students from Hong Kong studying in the United States (down 2% from the previous year).  Hong Kong is the 15th -leading sending country for international students in the United States.

· Academic Level.  The majority of Hong Kong’s students study at the undergraduate level.  In 2004/05, their breakdown was as follows:
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· Historical trends.  Enrollments from Hong Kong increased significantly throughout the 1980s and early 90’s, peaking in 1992/93 with just over 14,000 students and then decreasing steadily. Enrollments had been slowly growing for the past few years but in the past two years have experienced declines.
