In academic year 2004/05, there were 6,728 students from Kenya studying in the United States (down 9% from the previous year).  Enrollment declined last year by 6%, preceded by two years of strong growth (up 14% in 2001/02 and up 11% in 2002/03).  Kenya is the sixteenth leading country of origin for students in the United States.  

· Academic Level.  The majority of the Kenyan students study at the undergraduate level.  In 2004/05, their breakdown was as follows:
