In academic year 2004/05, there were 13,063 students from Mexico studying in the United States (down 2% from the previous year). Mexico is the seventh-leading place of origin for students to the United States, and is one of only four non-Asian countries among the top ten senders.

· Academic Level.  The majority of Mexican students study at the undergraduate level.  In 2004/05, their breakdown was as follows:
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· Historical trends. Its geographic location, with a large and growing population along the border, stimulates Mexican students to study at border U.S. institutions.  In many instances, they are charged only in-state tuition and are able to cross the border every day, saving room and board. NAFTA has had a major impact on Mexico-U.S. exchanges and had been driving the numbers up. This year’s enrollment decline comes after years of steady and strong growth.
