Highlights of US-Norway educational exchanges:

In academic year 2004/05, there were 1,414 students from Norway studying in the United States (down 4 % from the previous year).  This reflects a continued decline since 2001.

· Academic Level.  The majority of Norway students study at the undergraduate level.  In 2003/04, their breakdown was as follows:

· Historical trends.   After growing relatively slowly in the 1960s and 1970s, the rate of enrollments from Norway began to accelerate in the 1980s and increased steadily in the 1980s and early 1990s.  Norway’s enrollments peaked in 1993/94 with 2,473 students and have been declining ever since.  Enrollments from Norway dropped 33% in 2002/03, the year following the September 11th attacks, and continue to decline.  

· Study in Norway by U.S. students rose sharply in the late 1990s but is now declining.
