In academic year 2004/05, there were 8,236 students from the United Kingdom studying in the United States (down 2% from the previous year).  The United Kingdom is the 11th -leading country of origin for students in the United States.

· Academic Level.  The majority of UK students study at the undergraduate level.  In 2004/05 their breakdown was as follows:
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· Historical trends.  The UK has remained in the list of Top 15 senders for many years, despite a decline in the early 1990s, a slow growth rate in the past five to six years, and another slight decline in 2003/04 and 2004/05.  The UK is the number one destination for United States study abroad students.
