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Chile is the fifty-fifth leading place of origin for students coming to the United States.  In the 2005/06 academic year, there were 1,550 students from Chile studying in the United States (down 0.6% from the previous year).  While overall enrollments from South America declined more than 5% in 2005/06, Chile showed a minimal decline of less than 1% (not statistically significant).  The number of students from Chile increased gradually from 1996/97 to a peak of 1,723 in 2002/03, and has declined slowly since then.  However, the U.S. remains the top destination for students from Chile, ahead of Spain, the second most popular destination for Chilean students (Project Atlas, http://atlas.iienetwork.org/).

· Academic Level.  The majority of Chilean students study at the graduate level. In 2005/06, their academic level breakdown was as follows:
