Historical trends.  After two years of strong growth (up 14% in 2001/02 and up 11% in 2002/03), enrollments from Kenya have been in decline since then. Enrollments last year declined by 9% , and by 6% the previous year.  In 2005/06, the rate of decline decreased, down only 2.5%. However, the number of U.S. students going to Kenya increased dramatically in 2004/05.
