· Historical trends.  Enrollments from Taiwan have been on the decline in recent years after peaking in 1993/94 with 37,581 students in America. In 1987/88, Taiwan was the leading sender of students to the U.S. In 1988/89, China displaced Taiwan as the leading sender, and Taiwan has fallen gradually since, with 2005/06 being the first year of significant increased enrollments since the late 1990s.
