In academic year 2005/06, there were 11,622 students from Turkey studying in the United States (down 6.8% from the previous year).  Turkey is the eighth-leading place of origin for students in the United States and one of only four non-Asian countries among the top ten senders.

· Academic Level.  The majority of the Turkish students study at the graduate level.  The breakdown was as follows:

· Historical trends.  Turkey joined the list of top ten sending countries in 2000/01. Students from Turkey increased by 9% that year and then 10% in 2001/02, followed by two years of decline (down 4% in 2002/03, down 2% 2003/04).  The number increased by 9% in 2004/05 to peak at 12,474 and then declined by 7% this year to 11,622. The number of US students going to Turkey increased dramatically this year.
