· Historical trends.  After two years of strong growth in the early 2000s (up 14% in 2001/02 and up 11% in 2002/03), the number of students from Kenya has fallen steadily. In 2004/05, Kenyan students declined by 9%, and by 6% the previous year.  In 2005/06 and 2006/07, the rates of decline decreased but numbers fell again by 8% in 2007/08, causing Kenya to drop out of the top 20 places of origin. The number of U.S. students going to Kenya has increased dramatically since 2003/04, although numbers decreased slightly (by 1.2%) in 2006/07.
