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In academic year 2007/08, there were 29,001 students from Taiwan studying in the United States (down 0.3% from the previous year).  Taiwan is the sixth-leading place of origin for students in the United States.
· Academic Level.  The majority of Taiwan’s students study at the graduate level.  In 2006/07, their breakdown was as follows:
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· Historical trends.  Student numbers from Taiwan have been on the decline in recent years after peaking in 1993/94 with 37,581 students in the U.S. In 1987/88, Taiwan was the leading sender of students to the U.S. In 1988/89, China displaced Taiwan as the leading sender and the number of students from Taiwan has decreased gradually since, falling by 0.3% in 2007/08 after two years of increases.
